SCHOOLS ESSAY COMPETITION  

1. Each learner chooses their favourite celebrity or hero to whom they write a letter or essay explaining what uBuntu is, and why respect, care, and understanding is important in creating peace in our world, and ending poverty.  

2. The learner then explains what they personally have done, or intend to do, to show a sense of unity and respect towards others and towards our environment.

3. In the last paragraph, the learner asks the person to whom they address their letter to please leave a note of support on the blog page of the Ubuntu Peace Project website: www.ubuntupeaceproject.com   This will help spread the message and importance of caring, cooperation, kindness and respect.

4. Under their name at the end of the letter, the learner includes their age and grade, name of school, province, and country, and if possible, a photograph of him or herself.
The chosen celebrity could be a sports star, singer, actor, actress, president, prime minister, politician, author, poet, television presenter, world leader, or any other public figure
The power of these letters lies in the truth and heart of each writer. It is therefore advisable that their letters are not corrected.  There is no right or wrong in the ideas and perception of each writer.
